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Case for Optimism
Additional information 

Case for Optimism is an event for leaders and those who seek to maximise their creative response to the great challenges of our time: the ongoing financial crisis, the end of the oil age, other resource depletions, and the challenge of climate change.  The day long event offers participants context, a chance to reflect on their personal role, their collective role within their sector, and creative processes to explore and imagine an authentic response.

Past event participants have included leaders from arts and cultural sector - artistic directors, producers, artists, writers, museum directors, curators; change agents from related fields including thinkers, activists, educators, policy makers, energy specialists, psychologists.

Partnership:

We are seeking partners in creating these spaces for reflection.  We collaborate in fitting programme design to partner needs, offering invitations, identifying the space, local guest experts and the manner of hosting. Where possible we seek funds to support the event.

Participants:

The workshop is suited to a maximum of 35 people, though we can redesign the programme as needed. 

Space:

Our ideal is a combination of workshop space, a receiving/tea/coffee space and access to outside space.  Most important is the feel of the workshop space. Ideally this needs to feel like a place of exploration – where everyone feels free to experiment  - rehearsal studios have been ideal with enough space for a circle of 35 people.

Programme and guests:

The daylong session usually runs 10am to 5pm. We are keen to design in relation to partner programmes, for example recent event designs have integrated evening performance of pieces that resonate with the day and invited those artists to inform the day. The morning session includes ideally two guest experts to help “bring the elephants into the room” bringing insights and expertise on the global issues facing us (past perspectives have included energy, food, economics and policy) as well as a a personal and positive perspective. We expect to identify at least one guest locally as part of the partner collaboration. We seek to document each event as an ‘aide memoire’ for participants through either word, images or illustration 

Food and refreshment:

Eating together is an important part of the day where we hope to appreciate simple offers of local food as well as continue reflection from the programme. Refreshments are needed at the start, mid morning and mid afternoon.

Cost:

Event costs vary depending on location and scale. The fee starts at £1500 ex VAT, excluding accommodation and venue costs. We work with partners to minimise costs and where possible we seek funds to support delivery.
